1 INTRODUCTION

This document is a detailed guide for using the “MindSoft Utilities 2008 application. Instructions for
each of the options are located in appropriate sections of this document.

1.1 Installation Procedure

In order to begin installing the “MindSoft Utilities 2008” double click the “UTXP9.exe” file. The
“Preparing to install” screen will be displayed with the progress indicator.

MindSoft Defrag — tool for optimizing your hard disk performance by using defragment
tool (see section 3.1 for further information)

MindSoft FreeRAM — tool for increasing your system performance by clearing the content
of RAM memory (see section 3.2 for further information)

MindSoft Internet Optimizer — tool for accelerating your internet connection speed (see
section 3.3 for further information)

MindSoft System Maintenance — tool for analyzing your system, identifying and solving
various problems (see section 3.4 for further information)

3.1 Using MindSoft Defrag tool

The purpose of the defragment tool is to enhance overall PC performance by rearranging contents
of the hard disk in case the level of fragmentation is too high (note: in case you frequently install
and uninstall applications or copy and delete various contents).

In order to start using the “MindSoft Defrag” tool choose that option from the context menu, after
choosing the “Optimization” option from the toolbar (see Figure 10). The following screen will be
displayed.

In order to perform defragment, choose the desired drive from the “Select volume
analyze/defragment” window and click on the “Next” button. MindSoft will start analyzing the level
of fragmentation for the chosen drive.

After the analysis has been completed, you can overview the results by looking at the “Disk map
colors” legend in upper right corner.

If you decide not to perform fragmentation, click on the “Finish” button. Otherwise click on the
“Next” button and you will be presented with the full report.

You can see the result in the upper part of the screen and decide whether or not you want to
defragment the chosen drive. To defragment the drive, click on the “Next” button. The following

screen will be displayed.

You can monitor the progress of defragmentation by looking at the “Progress” bar (note: this
process can take a while depending on the speed of your PC, drive size and level of
fragmentation). After the progress bar reaches the end, the following screen will be displayed.

After the defragmentation has been completed, click on the “Next” button to see the full report (see
Figure 13) or click on the “Finish” button to exit this tool.

3.2 Using MindSoft FreeRAM tool

The purpose of the MindSoft FreeRAM tool is to clean up your RAM memory fast and safe so you
could continue using your PC without the need for restarting it. This option should be used after
you natice significant slow down in computer performance.

In order to start using this tool, choose option “MindSoft FreeRAM” tool, choose that option from
the context menu after clicking on “Optimization” option (see Figure 10). The following screen will
be displayed.

o RAM Defrag — option for performing RAM memory de-fragment (see section 3.2.3)

o Graphic legend — option for opening graphic legend you can use in order to
interpret the memory graphic (see section 3.2.4)

Memory Status — information on total and available memory in MB

Automatic optimizing — select this checkbox if you want MindSoft to optimize your
memory automatically
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3.2.1 Using General Settings

In order to start setting “General Settings”, click on the “General Settings” option inside the menu
and the following screen will be displayed.

The following are the available parameters:
Frequency — use the slider to set the frequency of performing memory clean-up

Depth — use the slider to set the cleaning depth; more depth means slower process but
cleaner memory

3.2.2 Using Program options

In order to start setting “Program Options”, click on the “Program Options” option inside the menu
and the following screen will be displayed.

Program access — use the CTRL+ALT+F sequence to access this program at any time

3.2.3 RAM Defrag

In order to start setting “RAM Defrag”, click on the “RAM Defrag” option inside the menu and the
following screen will be displayed.

RAM to free — use the sidebar to determine the quantity of RAM memory you want to free
up
Defrag RAM — click on this button in order to manually perform RAM memory defragment

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3.3 Using MindSoft Internet Optimizer

The MindSoft Internet Optimizer tool is used for optimizing the speed of your Internet connection. In
order to start using this tool, choose “MindSoft Internet Optimizer” option from the context menu
after choosing “Optimization”.

Optimize — tool for optimizing the internet speed (note: see section 3.3.1)
Packages — this option is meant for advanced users
Receiving - this option is meant for advanced users

time (note: see section 3.3.2)

3.3.1 Optimizing internet speed

In order to optimize the speed of your Internet connection, choose the type of connection by
selecting the radio button next to the connection type and click on the “Accelerate” button.

performance. In order to start using this tool, click on the “MindSoft System Maintenance” option
after clicking on “Optimization”.

3.4.1 Searching for problems and solutions

This tool allows you to search for problems and solutions on your PC. In order to start using it,
choose option “Search for problems and solutions” inside the “MindSoft System Maintenance”
screen (see Figure 29) and click on the “Next” button. The following screen will be displayed.

The “Fix & Repair” section contains various options for fixing and repairing your PC. In order to
start using it, choose that option from the toolbar menu.

MindSoft Registry Cleaner — tool for solving registry problems (see section 4.1)

MindSoft Scandisk — tool for analyzing and repairing your drives and correcting any
problems if found (see section 4.3)

MindSoft System Restore — tool for creating restore points you can use in order to restore
your system in case of a serious crash (see section 4.4)

4.1 Using MindSoft Registry Cleaner

The purpose of “MindSoft Registry Cleaner” is to allow solving various registry problems in an
efficient and safe way. In order to start using this tool, choose option “Fix and Repair” from the
main menu and then choose “MindSoft Registry Cleaner” option.

Click on the “Scan” button in order to continue using this tool. The following screen will be
displayed.

Inside this screen, select the registry areas that you want to be examined and click on the “Scan”
button to begin looking for invalid entries or problem. The “MindSoft Registry Cleaner” interface will
be displayed with the progress bar at the lower part of the screen.

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When the progress bar reaches the end, the scanning will be finished and you will have information
about the number of invalid entries in the lower left corner of the screen.

Use the “Solve Problems” box in order to decide further course of action.

The following are the available actions for solving problems:

Remove selected — option for removing the invalid entry; select the entry in the list and
click on this button

Remove all — option for removing all found invalid entries
Add to exclude list — use this option to exclude the selected problem from the list

Edit the registry entry — use this option to manually edit the registry entry (note: meant
for advanced users)

4.2 Using MindSoft Safe Registry

The purpose of "MindSoft Safe Registry” tool is to allow registry backup so that you can restore
vital information in case of a serious system crash.
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In order to start using this tool, click on the “Fix and Repair” option inside the main menu and then
choose option “MindSoft Safe Registry”.

Backup — option for creating a registry backup (see section 4.2.1)

Restore — option for restoring the registry from a previously created backup file (see

4.2.1 Creating a reqistry backup

In order to create a new registry backup, click on the “Backup” button inside the “Safe Registry”
welcome screen (see Figure 52). The screen for setting the name of the backup file will be
displayed.

In order to restore data from a previously created registry backup, select the desired backup file
from the list and click on the “Restore” button inside the “Safe Registry” welcome screen (see
Figure 55). Confirmation dialog will be displayed.

In order to delete a created registry backup, select the desired backup file from the list and click on
the “Delete” button inside the “Safe Registry” welcome screen (see Figure 55).

The purpose of the “MindSoft ScanDisk” tool is to perform analysis of your drives and correct
problems if found. In order to start using this tool, choose option “Fix and Repair” from the main
menu and then choose “MindSoft ScanDisk”.

performance, and the size of the disk).

4.4 Using MindSoft System Restore
The purpose of “MindSoft System Restore” is to create restore points so that you can recover your
system after serious changes or vital problems.

“MindSoft System Restore” will create a restore point of all critical information related to your
system so that you can easily recover from any potential hazards.

In order to start using this tool, choose option “Fix and Repair’ from the main menu and then
choose option “MindSoft System Restore”.
